an Energy Performance Rating. This rating, on a scale of 1 
to 100, lets you know how your building compares to other 
similar facilities. 

	 -  �Your facility may also be compared using indices such as 
kWh/sq.ft. and therms/sq.ft.

•  �Depending on the results and potential opportunities, your 
utility will assist you in selecting the best approach to improve 
your facility’s energy performance. Most facilities will fall into 
one of the following categories:
